IRS Instructions for Filing: 
All Clubs must report to IRS in 
2008 regardless of amount of 
income. 
Beginning in 2008, tax-exempt 
organizations like Pilot clubs, that 
previously were not requested to file 
tax returns, will now be required to 
file an annual electronic notice, Form 
990-N, Electronic Notice (e-Postcard) 
for Tax Exempt Organizations not 
Required to File form 990 or 990-EZ.  
This filing requirement applies to tax 
periods beginning after December 31, 
2006 (for Pilot clubs, the first tax 
period will be July 1, 2007 through 
June 30, 2008). 
This form is also known as the e-
Postcard. The form should be filed 
by the fifteenth day of the fifth 
month after the close of the tax year 
(for Pilot clubs that will be 
November 15, 2008). 
 
This electronic postcard form of the 
990 can ONLY be filed on line – so 
each 
Pilot club will be required to find 
someone who has internet access to 
assist them with this filing.  For more 
information visit the Pilot 
International 
website>Resources>Manuals>Club 
Information>Financial 
Responsibilities – pg.

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Parliamentary Protocol 
Congratulations to all our 2008-2009 Presidents.  I look 
forward to working with you and your Parliamentarians 
this year.  Please feel free to call or e-mail me if you have 
questions that I can help you with. 

There are two Business Agenda items that I have noticed 
a lot of Presidents have trouble with the wording they 
should use – the Minutes and Treasurer’s Report. 

The President should say:  “Are there corrections to the 
minutes?”  After allowing time for any corrections they 
say, “The minutes stand approved as presented (or read).”  
OR “The minutes stand approved as amended.”  You do 
not need a motion; minutes may be approved by 
unanimous consent.   And – remember – additions, 
changes, etc. are all corrections, so you should only say 
“corrections.” 

The Treasurer presents the financial report and makes any 
necessary comments.  The President then says:  “Are 
there questions concerning the Treasurer’s report?”  After 
allowing time for questions the President says: “The 
Treasurer’s report will be filed for audit.”  The 
Treasurer’s report is not approved; it is filed for audit at 
the end of the year.
