Happily, several veteran Pilots also sat in to pick
up on pointers. Everyone offered up some really great ideas to help our newest Pilots become enthused, involved
and motivated. Here are some of their thoughts.

Communication — Keeping new members well informed will help keep them enthused, and therefore
motivated.

Communication — Contact new members weekly so that they know what's going on; e-mails, calls, postcards,
or one-on-one.

Education — Distribute training materials. Within a week of doing so, send a card or phone to arrange time to
answer questions.

Education — Help identify Pilot materials that are already available, and encourage new members to utilize
them.

Education — Make Pilot written materials available at all meetings.

Enthusiasm — Invite new members to share stories about life changing experiences — both theirs and yours.
Friendship — Share a table and ask questions to get to know each other.

Friendship — All members, not just new ones, should wear name tags. Add a challenge, and money to the
treasury, by setting a $1 fine for anyone who forgets.

Friendship — To have a friend, you must first be a friend. Share time together.

Mentoring — Assign a mentor/partner to a new member. Mentor would call a few days before meetings,
answer questions and explain Pilot terminology.

Organization — Use an organized meeting structure. Also, use a consistent method such as folders or
envelopes (e.g. dues).

Spiritual Growth — Pray for our new members, and for each other.

By now, many of our NC District clubs have held very successful, fun-filled “Share Pilot” events. And by now,
we're reaping the benefit of our efforts through membership growth. We hope that these ideas — many of them
from our newest members, themselves — will help you to assist your newest Pilots!
